
COACH CODE OF CONDUCT 
 
Coaches are the core of the DYSA Summer Recreational Soccer Program.  
DYSA coaches are not only expected to provide instructive and enjoyable 
coaching and training to DYSA players, but are also expected to provide 
positive examples of behavior and sportsmanship for the players. Each 
coach must affirm the following Code of Conduct. 
 
1. A coach respects the rights, dignity, and worth of each and every person 

and treats each equally within the context of the sport. 
 
2. A coach places the well-being and safety of each player above all other 

considerations. 
 
3. A coach will develop an appropriate working relationship with each 

player based on mutual trust and respect. 
 
4. A coach encourages and guides players to accept responsibility for their 

own behavior and performance. 
 
5. A coach must adhere to all guidelines and rules as specified in the “Laws 

of the Game” by FIFA.  A coach must promote the positive aspects of the 
sport and never condone violations of the “Laws of the Game” or 
behavior contrary to the spirit of the “Laws of the Game”. 

 
6. A coach must respect the integrity and judgment of game officials. 
 
7. A coach ensures that the activities they direct or advocate are 

appropriate for the age, maturity, experience, and ability of the players. 
 
8. A coach consistently displays high standards of behavior, sportsmanship, 

and appearance. 
 
 



PLAYER CODE OF CONDUCT 
 
The DYSA Summer Recreational Soccer Program exists for its players.  We 
expect that our players will exhibit good behavior and sportsmanship in all 
situations.  Each player must affirm the following Code of Conduct. 
 
1. A player must accept responsibility for his or her own behavior and 

performance. 
 
2. A player respects the rights, dignity, and worth of each and every person 

and treats each equally within the context of the sport. 
 
3. A player must have mutual trust and respect for his or her teammates 

and coaches. 
 
4. A player must adhere to all guidelines and rules as specified in the “Laws 

of the Game” by FIFA and never intentionally violate one of the “Laws of 
the Game” or exhibit behavior contrary to the spirit of the “Laws of the 
Game”. 

 
5. A player must respect the integrity and judgment of game officials. 
 
6. The Deschutes Youth Soccer Association values the good health of its 

players and adherence to State and Federal laws.  Players will not use or 
possess tobacco, drugs, or alcohol.  Consumption of these substances on 
public or private property will not be tolerated under any circumstances.  
Violation of this rule will result in the immediate suspension of the 
player’s game playing and practice privileges. 

   
7. A player should display good sportsmanship in all practice and playing 

situations. 
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
