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TCYSA and DYSA Summer Soccer 
Rules Reminders and Sportsmanship
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Game Logistics
The home team coach is responsible for making sure the playing field is ready for play at game time.  
The home team should provide two, size appropriate, properly inflated game balls.  
The scheduled time for each game is the start time for the game, not the show up time.  
Referees are expected to wait 10 minutes from the scheduled game time for both teams to be ready to play.  If a 6:00 pm start time game begins late it must end by 7:20, regardless of whether the entire length of the match has been played or not, if there is a 7:30 pm game scheduled for the field.
All games from u1 through u19 will play 30 minute halves.   
The home field coach gets to choose the sideline for his team and his/her team’s supporters.  With the agreement of the home field coach, teams and spectators may share a sideline.
If two teams have identical, or nearly identical, jersey colors, it is the responsibility of the home team to wear an alternative shirt.  Pinnies may be worn.  The game referee is the final judge on a color conflict.
No spectators, players or coaches are allowed to be positioned behind a goal or between the end line and even with the top of the 18-yard line of the penalty box or the equivalent line in mod-soccer games.  

Good Sportsmanship
DYSA and TCYSA stress the importance of good sportsmanship.  The following points are emphasized for all coaches.
Teams are required to play at parity with their opponent unless there is agreement by both coaches.  If any team has fewer than the required number of players available to start or finish a game, the other coach may decide to share players so that there are equal numbers of players on the field for each teams or to play with fewer than the required number of players on the field so that the teams are equal in size.
Because the objective of the summer league is to provide a safe and fun soccer experience for everyone involved, TCYSA and DYSA encourage good sportsmanship and discourage coaches/teams from running up the score against opponents.  In an effort to reduce the competitive imbalance between some teams, DYSA and TCYSA are taking the following steps for the summer recreational season.
a. The associations will survey each of their teams as to their relative competitive strength and try to schedule teams of similar competitive levels to play each other more frequently.  This does not mean that weaker teams will not occasionally be matched up against stronger teams.
b. TCYSA and DYSA encourage coaches to voluntarily take actions to keep large differences in scores from occurring during games.  For example, coaches with stronger teams can:
· Position their players in positions they normally do not play.  For example, placing players who primarily play defense into offensive positions.
· Play their weaker players for more of the game.
· Tell their players that they may only score a goal using their “left” (or off) foot or score only off headers, or to shoot only from distance.  Coaches might also require their players, for example, to connect 5 consecutive passes before being allowed to go to goal.
c.	If a player on a team goes down with an injury, it is a show of good sportsmanship for the team in possession of the ball (even if it is the opposing team to the injured player) to kick the ball out of bounds intentionally to stop play so that the injured player may be attended.  The referee should be informed of the injury.  On the re-start of play, the team in possession should intentionally play the ball to a player on the opposing team which initiated the stop in play in deference to the injured player.
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Referees
The referee has a responsibility to enforce the rules of the game to the best of his/her abilities.  It is not the place of the players, coaches or spectators to make the job of the referee more difficult by dissenting with the referee through words or actions.  DYSA and TCYSA have a zero tolerance rule for abuse of game officials.  Any player, coach, or spectator who is given a red card or sent off the field of play or sidelines for abuse of a referee will be subject to the disciplinary provisions and process of the joint DYSA/TCYSA league and/or Washington Youth Soccer.
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Use of Unregistered or Illegal Players
TCYSA and DYSA have a zero tolerance policy regarding the use of unregistered or non-rostered players by a team during a game.  The coach of any team using an unregistered or a non-rostered player (other than for a player rostered to the opposing team and borrowed in the interests of playing parity) will be suspended immediately by the referee and must appear before a hearing of the Inter-Association Disciplinary Committee.  A coach may be suspended for up to one year for using an unregistered player.  An official Bonzi roster, supplied by the team’s club or available from the registration website, must be supplied to the referee prior to the start of the match.  If the coach is unable to provide an official roster, an unofficial roster may be accepted by the referee. Rosters (official and otherwise) must include players’ names, dates of birth and shirt numbers.  Referees are requested to forward each unofficial roster to the team’s association for verification.  Habitual failure by individual coaches to provide official rosters may result in a disciplinary hearing and possible suspension.
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A select player is defined as a player on a full field team (u12 and older) which played in the current playing year (since September 1st 2009) on a team that competed in a league other than one limited to recreational players.  This definition includes players in leagues administered under the umbrella of Washington Youth Soccer and US Club Soccer.  
No more than three select players may be rostered on a recreational team for summer league play.  Any exceptions to this rule will only be granted in exceptional circumstances and by agreement between the two associations.  

Slide Tackling
Slide tackling is permitted for u12 teams and older.  This is a variation on Washington Youth Soccer rules.  Referees are expected to be alert to the application of slide tackling to protect players.

Under 10 League
This age group will play with seven players on the field. This is a variation on Washington Youth Soccer Rules. 


























Summer Soccer 2010
Guidance for Coaches and Referees
(issued by TCYSA and DYSA) 


This summer soccer league is organized jointly by Thurston County Youth Soccer Association (TCYSA) and Deschutes Youth Soccer Association (DYSA) for players in the u8 and older divisions.  This summary is intended to help coaches and referees understand the associations’ commitment to sportsmanship which underpins this league and the rules which have been agreed.  Coaches and referees are expected to be familiar with the contents of this document.  Coaches are encouraged to contact their club or association if they have questions; referees should contact the assignor.    Contact details are set out at the end of this document.  

(1)  Every effort will be made to enable each team to play nine games.

(2)  Girls’ teams will play on Mondays and Wednesdays and boys’ teams will play on Tuesdays and Thursdays.   Games will generally start at 6:00 pm and 7:30 pm, but this may be varied to facilitate game scheduling.  All games from u11 through u19 will play 30 minute halves.   

(3) Games will begin June 21st and end July 29th or as close to that date as is feasible.

(4) The scheduled time for each game is the start time for the game, not the show up time.  Referees are expected to wait ten minutes from the scheduled game time for both teams to be ready to play.  If a 6:00 pm start time game begins late it must end by 7:20 if there is a 7:30 pm game scheduled for the field.  All full field games will be thirty minute halves.

(5) The home field coach gets to choose the sideline for his/her team and supporters.  With agreement from the home field coach, teams and spectators may share a sideline.

(6) If two teams have identical, or nearly identical, jersey colors, it is the responsibility of the home team to wear an alternative shirt.  Pinnies may be worn.  The game referee is the final judge on a color conflict.

(7) No spectators, players or coaches are allowed to be positioned behind a goal or between the end line and even with the top of the 18-yard line of the penalty box or the equivalent line in mod-soccer games.  

(8) An online facility will be provided to the coaches for each game to provide direct feedback to the associations. This feedback will also provide input to make awards to mod-soccer teams under the Sportsmanship Program. 

(9) The league will not maintain or post official standings. The DYSA/ TCYSA Summer 2010 League is conducting a trial of new score reporting software which we ask our U12 through U19 coaches to participate in. We reiterate there are no official standings; this league is a recreational league.

(10) Players and their families have a right to enjoy a well organized and well run soccer league.  The behavior of all participants (coaches, referees, players and spectators) is critical to achieving this goal.

(11) The referee has a responsibility to enforce the rules of the game to the best of his/her abilities.  It is not the place of the players, coaches or spectators to make the job of the referee more difficult by dissenting with the referee through words or actions.  The associations have a zero tolerance rule for abuse of game officials and will not tolerate profanity, whether directed at referees or otherwise.  Referees are encouraged to take appropriate action to maintain control over each game. Any player, coach, or spectator who is given a card or sent off the field of play or sidelines for abuse of a referee will be subject to the disciplinary provisions and process of Washington Youth Soccer.

(12) The associations and clubs stress the importance of good sportsmanship.  To contribute to this goal the commitments and rules set out below will apply. 

(13) The associations will evaluate the relative strength of each team and match, where feasible, teams of like capability.

(14) No team in the full field league (u12 and older) may have more than three select players.  A select player is one who played in the current playing year in a league other than recreational (e.g. State, District, PDL, US Club Soccer).  The associations’ decision on the application of this rule is final.  

(15) Teams are required to play at parity with their opponent unless there is agreement between the coaches to do otherwise.  To achieve parity, coaches may share players or elect to have fewer players than is permitted under the rules.  The referee must be informed of this agreement in advance.

(16) Coaches should not run up the score against opponents.  

(17) Coaches are encouraged to take actions to limit large differences in scores in games where the teams are not well matched (player positioning, giving weaker players more playing time, shooting with weaker foot etc.). 

(18) Player safety is our first priority. If a player on a team goes down with an injury, it is a show of good sportsmanship for the team in possession of the ball to kick the ball out of bounds intentionally to stop play so that the injured player may be attended.  On the re-start of play, the team in possession should intentionally play the ball to a player on the opposing team. 
 
(19) Slide tackling is permitted for u12 teams and older.  This is a more strict application of Washington Youth Soccer rules.  Referees are expected to be alert to the application of dangerous slide tackling techniques to protect players.

(20) Substitutions may be made at any stoppage of play with the consent of the referee.

(21) Disciplinary issues for the combined league will be handled by a judicial committee in line with Washington Youth Soccer rules.  These include, but are not limited to, Rule 605.1 (c) (which provides for an automatic one match ban for a red card offense), Rule 605.3 (a) (1) (which provides for a one match suspension for the accumulation of three yellow cards during the season) and Rule 213.3/4 (touchline misconduct/abuse/assault).  Please contact your association or club if you have any questions about the disciplinary process.   

(22) The associations have a zero tolerance policy regarding the use of unregistered or non-rostered players by a team during a game (other than the use of players rostered to the opposing team under the player parity provision set out at (15) above.  The coach of any team using an unregistered or a non-rostered player will be suspended immediately by the referee and must appear before a hearing of the Inter-Association Disciplinary Committee.  A coach may be suspended for up to one year for using an unregistered or non-rostered player.  An official Bonzi roster, supplied by the team’s club or available from the registration website, must be supplied to the referee prior to the start of the match.  If the coach is unable to provide an official roster an unofficial roster may be accepted by the referee. Rosters (official and otherwise) must include players’ names, dates of birth and shirt numbers.  Referees are required to forward each unofficial roster to the team’s association for verification.  Habitual failure by individual coaches to provide official rosters may result in a disciplinary hearing and possible suspension.

(23) The chart on the next page summarizes the rules of mod-soccer. 

(24) All teams must be supervised by an adult-age, appropriately registered and risk-management cleared person who is deemed suitable by the home club/association to discharge the responsibilities of such position.  Teams may have an assistant coach who is not yet eighteen years old but all practices/games must be supervised by the designated adult or an alternative adult who is registered and risk-management cleared.
